ALL KNITTED, CROCHETED AND QUILTED ITEMS MUST BE MACHINE WASHABLE
ITEMS FOR ADULTS

o Knitted hats, scarves/neck warmers, gloves/mittens for men and women - many are
homeless, so need to be warm - darker colours preferred. 2026 - more scarves/neck
warmers needed.

e Sleeveless jumpers for men - some are homeless and some elderly

e Cardigans, gilets, bed jackets and leg warmers for women and men

e Bed socks for new mothers and the elderly

¢ Knee blankets - knitted or crocheted 3’sq to 4’sq max (90 - 120cm)

e Bed blankets - knitted or crocheted 4’ x 5° (120 x 150cm)

¢ Twiddle muffs — NO decoration that could be pulled off and swallowed

ITEMS FOR NEW BABIES TO 3 MONTHS - all colours ok but NO neon

e Cardigans, hats, and bootees. NO matinee jackets
e Blankets, soft and cosy 20” x 28” (50 x 70cm) to fit first size basket/crib knitted or
tight crochet - no large holes

ITEMS FOR OLDER BABIES, TODDLERS AND CHILDREN

e Cardigans, jumpers with buttoned neck opening, hats, scarves, and mitts. Stripes
or fun patterns but NO neon. Only up to 4 years old

e Buggy blankets, knitted or tight crochet 2’ x 3’ (60 x 90cm)

e Snuggly blankets, knitted or tight crochet 3’ x 4’ (90 x 120cm)

e Quilts for baby mats 3’ x 3’ (90 x 90) or cot size 3’ x 4’ (90cm x 120cm) and bed quilts
for older children and teenagers

¢ Knitted toys — NO decoration that could be pulled off and swallowed
